Rules for Advancing More Than One Team  
The North Carolina State Board of Directors has determined that the following rules will be used to advance a second team from a double elimination tournament to the next level of play. The champion always advances.  The rule is that after the championship game is completed there are two teams with the same record, each having the same number of wins and each having two losses, there will be an additional game to determine which team advances to the next level of play. If the loser of the championship game has a better won-loss record than the team that did not advance to the championship game, the loser of the championship game will advance to the next level of play. The determination of the “A” and “B” designation must be by a random draw.  
When three teams remain one loss each and all have played the same number of games: 
· There will be a random draw to see which team gets a Bye into the championship game. The other two teams will play each other to determine which team will advance to the championship game. If the team that drew the Bye wins the championship, the team that loses the championship game will be declared the tournament runner-up and will advance to the next level of play. If the team that drew the Bye loses in the championship game, it will play a one-game playoff with the other team that did not draw the Bye to see which team advances. Both teams playing in the extra game will be declared runner-ups.
When two teams have played more games than one of the three teams remaining with one loss:
· The two teams having played more games will draw for the Bye into the championship game. The team that does not draw the Bye will play the team who has played less games to see which team will advance to the championship game.  If the team that has played less games loses the play-in game, the two teams in the championship game will advance to the next tournament and there will be only one runner-up in the tournament. If the team that has played less games wins the play-in game, the loser of the championship game will play the loser of the play-in game to determine who will advance and there will be two runner-up teams in the tournament. 
When one team of the three teams with one loss has played more games than the other two:
· The team that has played more games will get the Bye into the championship game. The other two teams will play to see who advances.  The two teams playing in the championship game will advance and there will be only one runner-up. 
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
